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The Frescata sandwiches are served cold and can be made to order to meet a
customer’s special tastes and needs. Suggested retail price for the sandwiches is
$3.49 a la carte, and $4.99 if ordered in a combo.

New side options are also available: Baked Lay’s potato crisps and bottled Dasani
water have been added to the menu and can be ordered in a combo with a Frescata
sandwich, hamburger or chicken sandwich.
